School Health Screening Programs

Pennsylvania Public School Code of 1949, Section 1402(a)* states "Each child of
school age shall be given by methods established by the Advisory Health Board, (I) a
vision test by a school nurse, medical technician or teacher, (2) a hearing test by a
school nurse or medical technician, (3) a measurement of height and weight by a
school nurse or teacher, (4) tests for tuberculosis under medical supervision, and (5)
such other tests as the Advisory Health Board may deem advisable to protect the
health of the child. Vision tests shall be given at least annually and other tests at
intervals established by the Advisory Health Board."
